Waldkirch & Konstanz 2017
Wednesday 21st June 2017
With pick-ups in Wiltshire and around the M25, and Dover, we travel to Eindhoven, for our first overnight stop on the continent.

Thursday 22nd June. 
After breakfast we travel along the Rhine valley where we will visit the mechanical music collection of Siegfried Wendel in Rudesheim, http://www.smmk.de/pages/de/willkommen.php, before travelling onto Bad Durkheim on the German wine route where we will have dinner at the largest wine barrel in the world! Afterwards we will complete the journey to Oberwinden in the Black Forest and the Gasthof Rebstock where we will stay for the next four nights.  You will get a rail pass with this accommodation so you can explore the local sights when you have the energy!
Friday 23rd June.  For those who haven’t been before there will be an excursion to the Mechanical Music Museum in Triberg, www.schwarzwaldmuseum.de  along with time to visit the worlds’ largest waterfalls, with lunch at a local restaurant and Black Forest Gateau and coffee after the tour at the museum.

Alternatively you can spend the day in Freiburg this absolutely fabulous Black Forest Capital before we pick you up with the rest of the group to spend a couple of hours during the evening at the show as it sets up for the weekend. 
Saturday 24th June Today, we take a train into Waldkirch for a full day at the show where you can see and hear the many sounds of the German organ playing in its native country.  Dinner will be taken at the hotel mid evening. 
Sunday 25th June For the organ buffs another trip to the show or today day or an excursion to the Europa Park on the border with France at Rust.  http://www.themeparkguide.org/theme-park-reviews/europa-park/ (price not included –around E38). Tonight dinner will be taken at a beer garden in Freiburg.

Monday 26th June. A trip on the Hollentalbahn ("Hell Valley Railway") along of the steepest and most stunning railways in Germany to the spa town of Titisee on the shores of the lake where we stop for lunch we board the coach with our suitcases for a trip to the border with Switzerland and Austria and our hotel on Lake Konstanz for nights, the Barbarossa.  
Tuesday 27th June.  Today will be a full day excursion into Lucerne where we will take a trip up Mount Rigi on the cog railway in the morning and enjoy a visit the Swiss Museum of Transport, https://www.verkehrshaus.ch/en afterwards, or if you prefer free time you can spend the afternoon on shores of the famous Lake of folklore legend William Tell.  
Wednesday 28th June.  A full day on the Isle of Mainau, http://www.mainau.de  a fabulous island situated in the middle of the lake although reached by a walkway and which is famous for its tropical climate and superb flower gardens.  Alternatively we will transfer you to Friedrichshafen http://en.friedrichshafen.info/  for a tour or even a trip on a doodle bug which will be a life time opportunity.  This entrance is not included as it’s expensive to fly but a once in a lifetime opportunity if you want it!
Thursday 29th June.  A trip to the Musee Sewen just outside of Basel, http://www.bundesmuseen.ch/musikautomaten/index.html?lang=en  where there will be a guided tour of the National Museum which this year houses an exhibition called “As if by Magic” with time for lunch and a short paddle steamer excursion on Lake Zurich in the afternoon before returning to the hotel for the last night.
Friday 30th June, a trip across the country to Eindhoven stopping at the Schloss Bruschal, http://www.schloss-bruchsal.de/en/home/  for a leisurely tour around the mechanical organ collection and the beautiful castle that houses it, before travelling on to the hotel for dinner and our last night in Europe.

Saturday 1st July.  After breakfast a transfer to the airport for the airline passengers of back on the coach for those UK bound.
Price per person: £1350 sharing a twin room or £1600 in a single.  Costs are quoted at this stage, and I honestly consider them safe enough to apply whatever happens to the Euro but obviously I cannot guarantee the future right now so I will keep you posted, if it looks set to change as there are so many components here. And while I am grovelling for the singles amongst us I do apologise for the steep single room surcharges but they are always that way in Germany, I’ve been arguing about it for years now………….

Included in the cost is all accommodation with breakfast and lunch or dinner as indicated on the itinerary.  The extra charges are noted on the dates they would apply otherwise all entrance and rides are included in the cost along with travel by executive coach and services of an escort.

Not included, lunches, drinks or tip which are at your discretion.
